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Summary of main points arising from the workshop:

1. CCS is essential to meet worldwide climate objectives. Given the world dependence an fossil fuels targeted reduction of emissions of at least 60% cannot be achieved without CCS.
2. The challenges faced with CCS development are enormous and the worldwide opportunities are also massive.

3. Unless there is a European consensus on how to incentivise CCS projects there is no possibility that the agreed target of 10-12 demonstration plants operating before 2015 can be achieved.

4. There is no shortage of interest by industry in technological development but it must be underwritten by confidence in future investment.
5. Infrastructure planning is fundamental and in order to ensure efficient development a number of limiting factors need to be addressed in combination.

6. The case for CCS needs to be carefully presented in the public domain. To now there has been limited opposition but care needs to be applied not to become complacent.

7. Regulation is generally being developed at a reasonable pace given the size of the challenge. The CCS Directive has a number of areas that need to be addressed but is generally a workable piece of legislation.

8. The CO2 value chain can be realised only with government support in the near term. In the longer term carbon markets will deliver the added value.
9. There is considerable potential for technical development to deliver improvements in CCS performance. The target must be to return to the level of efficiency without CCS together with the highest possible recovery rate.

10. There needs to be very urgent effort made to agree financial support instruments for CCS that enable development to take place quickly in countries where the resource and the political will exists.

11. Norway and Britain have successfully worked together on the world stage to ensure development of regulation in favour of CCS putting business interests in a good position in both countries. The effort should be maintained for maximum climate impact and business benefit.
